The Winged-S symbol was created in the summer of 1928
a friend of Igor Sikorsky, whose tiny company had
suddenly made it “big” by building the first ten prototype
of the S-38 and selling all of them within eight weeks of
publication of the preformance figures.

The man responsible for the logo
was a talented White Russian refugee,
a director of the Pittsburgh Art Museum, who
was also a fine artist. While vacationing with his .
sister’s family on Long Island, Andrei Avinoff is /|
reputed to have created the Winged-S in a Inf
matter of hours. He presented a large sketch ¢
the logo to Igor Sikorsky, refusing any paymen
for his work. It became an instant success, alon
with the first Sikorsky aircraft to wear it, the S-38.
This gold and silver version is the one in use by the
company today.

Some other ways the logo has appeared, including the short lived “Spaghetti S” version. The
heading “The Winged S” was the title of an early company newsletter which was published in
January 1930.
